Item A: Approve/Disapprove Resolution 16-275 Accepting the Audit for the 2014-2015 fiscal year.

Item B: Approve/Disapprove Resolution 16-276 Honoring the Coastal Bend Council of Governments 
on its 50th  Anniversary

276 Honoring the Coastal Bend Council of Governments on its 50 th  Anniversary. Alderman Robbins 
seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
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Item C: Approve/Disapprove Resolution 16-277 Finding that AEP Texas Central Company's 
Application for Approval of a distribution cost recovery factor to increase distribution rates within 
the City should be denied; finding that the City's reasonable rate case expenses shall be reimbursed 
by the Company; finding that the meeting at which this resolution is passed is open to the public as 
required by law; requiring notice of this resolution to the Company and Legal Counsel 
Mayor Gillespie read the heading for the resolution. Alderman Ehmann made the motion to approve 
Resolution 16-277 Finding that AEP Texas Central Company's Application for Approval of a 
distribution cost recovery factor to increase distribution rates within the City should be denied; 
finding that the City's reasonable rate case expenses shall be reimbursed by the Company; finding 
that the meeting at which this resolution is passed is open to the public as required by law; requiring 
notice of this resolution to the Company and Legal Counsel. Alderman Merrick seconded the 
motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Texas Division
